My students (advanced level of English, 18 years old) had such a session with another group of students from Belgium, using English as a common language. The focus of our discussion was a photo which was thought provoking (two children who were eating some leftovers they had found in the street). Each participant had to come up with ideas as to what the message of the picture was and explain any association the picture triggered. It was a very interesting discussion from two groups with different cultural backgrounds. The students also put forward solutions to the issue under discussion. 
Although the preparation of the activity needed more time than a common activity (the equipment, timing and the support of the discussion -photo, questions guidelines), the activity in itself was worth doing. The students were very active and motivated to communicate and express their ideas. As disadvantages: the equipment is expensive, sometimes the apparatus doesn’t work for any apparent reason.
