The flexibility of the course and support material offer the possibility to choose and work at own pace. One main objective of the course is to develop learner autonomy, to set objectives and develop strategies, to learn to how to learn, to encourage self and peer assessment, to invite to reflection on how to learn more effectively. Learners are encouraged to integrate grammar knowledge vocabulary ans socio-cultural conventions in language acquisition and skills development.



	Description of Contents
	The courses are developed for Bulgarian, Lithuanian, Romanian and Turkish. The syllabus is common and the objectives are set in terms of competences according to the level A2 in CEF.

The online course consists of 3 modules with 4 units and a consolidation unit each. Learners start the course by an orientation unit and a presentation of the platform and demos on how to work on the platform, how to find their way.  The tasks on the platform aim at developing Reading, Listening and Writing skills mainly, but students are also encouraged to improve their speaking by repetition and practice with the recorded materials and also to prepare some speaking activities for the face to face sessions. The platform invites to leaner to learner communication, leaner to tutor communication, group work, collaboration and networking. There is a variety of tasks and texts, suggestions for web links that encourage extended learning and  facilitate differentiation. The cultural component is also a feature of the four courses and it contributes to developing intercultural competences with the learners.

There is a easy access to online dictionaries and the grammar on the platform helps learner to refer back or expand their learning. Leaner can use a variety of web-based application s. The immediate feedback provided by the platform and the feedback from the tutor or from the peers support accuracy and progress.

At the end of each unit learners have the opportunity to give their own feedback on the materials on the platform.

	The product has been piloted at different stages of its life. Most remarks were very positive. The way the courses have been designed ad the features of the platform give the possibility for the materials developers to  change materials or tasks in time. Sometimes there are some technical problems with some exercises, not necessarily because of the platform, but the administrators of the platform are doing their best to solve everything notified in due time.
